1.2. Psalm 102:25 – All of God’s creation will perish, 
but God remains the same and His years will never 
end. He is forever. 
1.3. Isaiah 44:6 – God is the first and the last. 
1.4. Revelation 22:13 – The Lord is the Alpha and the 
Omega, the beginning and the end. 
1.5. Peter 1: 15-16 – “Be holy because I am holy.” 
We must be right before God.  
1.6. Hebrews 6:18 – God is not a liar. He is the God 
of truth, and His words are powerful. 
1.7. Titus 1:2 – God is a promise keeper. 
 
2. The Unchanging Laws of God 
His laws as outlined in the Ten Commandments are 
unchanging. And he is still displeased with 
disobedience to the laws to this very day.   
 
3. The Unchanging Love of God 
3.1. 1 John 4:8 - His love for us is not dependent on 
anything except His.  
3.2. Jeremiah 31:3 – “I have loved you with an 
everlasting love.”  
3.3. Hebrews 12 – Pay attention when God corrects 
us – the nature of God’s tough love. As our Heavenly 
Father, God disciplines everyone He loves. 

4. The Unchanging Plan of God 
4.1. Jeremiah 29:11 – “For I know the plans I have 
for you.” 
4.2. Job 42:2 – “I know that you can do all things. No 
purpose of Yours can be thwarted.” His plans in our 
life are good, if we remain faithful and obedient. 
 
5. The Law of Faith  
5.1. Hebrews 11:1 – Faith is the substance of the 
things we are hoping for. We believe because it is 
God’s word.  
5.2. Romans 1:17 - The just live by faith. Our life is a 
walk of faith. And faith is about action in obedience. 
5.3. Romans 10:17 - Faith comes from hearing the 
Word of God.  
5.4. Two Kinds of Faith  

5.4.1. Sense Knowledge – belief based on 
senses and physical evidence (Thomas’ kind 
of faith). 
5.4.2. Faith based on our knowledge of God 
and His word (Abraham’s kind of faith). 

 
6. The Law of Prayer 
6.1. Matthew 7:7-8 – Prayer is faith in action.  
6.2. James 4:2 – We pray with intensity and 
consistency to receive the answer. We must 
maintain a fruitful prayer life.  
 
7. The Unchanging Word of God 
7.1. The Bible is timeless and perfect because God is 
perfect.  
7.2. The Word of God provides guidance in all areas 
of our life. Disobedience leads to turmoil.  
7.3. Hebrews 4:12 – “My word is quick, powerful, 
and like a double-edged sword that pierces between 
the heart and the mind.” 
7.4. The Word is more precious than silver and 
costlier than gold.

and we will then, deserve all the promises of God.
